The Fourth Annual Spring/Earth day celebration, organized by the Hindu Organization of Long Island (HOLI), was held on April 29th, 2012 at the Unitarian Universalist Congregation of Manhasset.

          The program began with an invocation, followed by a brief overview of the new projects. HOLI’s recent activities include the Hindu spiritual care coordinator course, a weekend certificate course held in September 2011 and the Seva project launched in January 2012. She urged the audience to get involved in serving the community and our country.
